2.1 Assessment Methodology, Programme, Site Visits  

The on-site assessment was conducted on 8 – 11 August 2022. The audit programme is included as Section 2.3.  

The approach to the audit was to treat the independent smallholders as an RSPO Certification Unit. A range of 
occupational health and safety, environmental, best practice management, and social factors were covered. This 

includes consideration of topography, palm age, proximity to areas with HCVs, declared conservation areas, local 

communities engagement and workers welfare and safety. 

The Critical NC close out remote assessment was conducted on 26 October 2022. The audit programs are included 

in Section 2.3.  

The methodology for collection of objective evidence included physical site inspections, observation of tasks and 

processes, interviews of staff, workers and their families and external stakeholders, review of documentation and 

monitoring data. Indonesia National Interpretation 2022 of the Independent Smallholder Standard 2019 was used 
as the normative reference to assess compliance. The comments made by external stakeholders were also taken 

into account in the assessment. 

The minimum sample size is four estates. Sample size for certification unit with more than four (4) estates were 

determined based on formula N = (√y) x (z) where y is the number of estates and where z is the multiplier defined 
by risk assessment. While, the sampling of smallholders were based on the formula (√y) x (z); where y is total 

number of group member and where z is the multiplier defined by the risk assessment. The sampled smallholder 

listed in Appendix E. 

Meetings were held with stakeholders to seek their views on the performance of the company with respect to the 

RSPO requirements and aspects where they considered that improvements could be made. At the start of each 
meeting, the interviewer explained the purpose of the audit followed by an evaluation of the relationship between 

the stakeholder and the company before discussions proceeded. The interviewer recorded comments made by 

stakeholders and these have been incorporated into the assessment findings.  

Structured worker interviews with male and female workers and staff were held in private at the workplace in the 

mill and the estates. Fieldworkers were interviewed informally in small groups in the field. In addition, the wives of 
workers and staff were interviewed in informal group meetings at their housing. Separate visits were made to each 

of the local communities to meet with the village head and residents. Company officials were not present at any of 

the internal or external stakeholder interviews. A list of Stakeholders contacted is included as Section 3.4. 

The non-conformities for this audit are detailed in Section 3.3 and unless it is stated in this section, all previous 

nonconformities including minor nonconformities are remains closed.

The HCV area monitoring plan is set out in the HCV Area Monitoring Indicator 

matrix which explains the indicators, objectives, parameters and methods of 

monitoring the HCV area. 

PPBML has not been able to show evidence of recorded implementation of the 
management and monitoring of HCV Areas for the period 2021 and 2022 that have 

been identified as contained in the Conclusion and Recommendations of the 2022 

PPBML HCV identification document. 

Based on field visits to the Mitra Mandiri Farmers Group plots of Mr. Raden Gapur 

(land ID : 10 0017 a01) and M. Al Rozi Z (Land ID : 10 0093 a01) which is partly 
located on the Asam River border, it shows that the river border has not been 

marked in the field, there has been no tree planting activity.

However, during the field visit concluded 

that the weeding condition in smallholders plot is out of control. The results of 

interviews and document review concluded that until now there is no upkeep 
program that can be used as a reference for upkeep rotation (especially weed 

control and fertilization) by the smallholders. In addition, the understanding of weed 

control techniques, especially wooden trees, is not sufficient. 

Corrections: • The Group Manager together with the group leader prepare a schedule for weed 

control and fertilization 3 times a year for each group and socialize it to all 

members. Members are required to know the maintenance schedule of their 

plot. 

• The Group Leader will carry out regular checks on each member's plot to ensure 

that each member adheres to the schedule for weed control and fertilization. 

This is also to ensure there is no delay in plot maintenance. 

Root Cause Analysis: PPBML does not yet have a schedule regarding weed control and fertilization in each 

group. This causes not all members carry out upkeep activities regularly. 

Corrective Actions: Each Group Leader ensures that all members understand and comply with the 

upkeep guidelines, especially weed control and fertilization that have been set. 

Dissemination and periodic checks will be carried out on a regular basis. 

Assessment Conclusion: During the NCR Close Out, PPBML has showed some corrective evidence as follows: 

1. Upkeep schedule (weed control and fertilization) for 2021 – 2022. Those 

schedules showed that weed control and fertilization conducted 3 times a year 
with one-month interval between weed control and fertilization.

3.4 Stakeholders and previous land owner / user consultation 

Stakeholder consultation involved internal and external stakeholders. External stakeholders were contacted by 

telephone to arrange meetings at a location convenient to them to discuss Perkumpulan Petani Berkah Mandah 

Lestari Certification Unit’s environmental and social performance, legal and any known dispute issues.  

Meetings were conducted with stakeholders to seek their views on the performance of the company with respect to 

the RSPO requirements and aspects where they considered that improvements could be made. At the start of each 
meeting, the interviewer explained the purpose of the audit followed by an evaluation of the relationship between 

the stakeholder and the company before discussions proceeded. The interviewer recorded comments made by 
stakeholders and later was verified with the management team. Any comment which is not complying to the RSPO 

P&C requirements have been incorporated as an assessment finding.   

Structured worker interviews with male and female workers and staff were held in private at the workplace in the 
mill and the estates. Fieldworkers were interviewed informally in small groups in the field. In addition, the wives of 

workers and staff were interviewed in informal group meetings at their housing. Separate visits were made to each 
of the local communities to meet with the village head and residents. Company officials were not present at any of

- PPBML smallholders have paid PBB (land tax) in accordance with the deadline set by the government.

The transfer process of ownership rights from the previous land owner to the buyer has gone through 

several stages, including:  
1. Process of land bidding.  

2. Process of land ownership verification.  

3. Process of field boundary inspection.  
4. Process of negotiation.  

5. Approval from 2 (two) parties.  
6. Process of making a letter of sale of land / Surat Jual Beli Tanah.  

 

Letter of sale of land has signed by several parties, such as: seller, buyer, witness (people who know the 

history of the land), head of community and village head. The sales process has been carried out with the 

simple FPIC process or KBDD (Keputusan Bebas Didahulukan dan Diinformasikan).  

Audit Team verification and response: 

Based on document verification and interview, it was known that the evidences regarding the transfer of 

ownership rights has available at PPBML office. According to interview with the Group Manager and Head 
of Village also has revealed that the land sales process has gone through the simple FPIC process or KBDD 

(Keputusan Bebas Didahulukan dan Diinformasikan). Village head interviewed also mentioned that there 

are no cases of land disputes between PPBML members and other community members. 

3.5 Impartiality and conflict of interest 

During this assessment there was no circumstances or pressure that had influenced the independence or 

confidentiality of the assessment team.   
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Formal Signing-off of Assessment Conclusion and Recommendation 

The audit objectives have been achieved and the certificate scope is appropriate. Based on the results of this audit, it 

is concluded that Perkumpulan Petani Berkah Mandah Lestari has complied with the Indonesia National Interpretation 

2022 of the Independent Smallholder Standard 2019 and audit criteria identified within the audit report. It is deemed 
that the management system has achieved its intended outcomes. Therefore, it is recommended that Perkumpulan 

Petani Berkah Mandah Lestari is remain certified.

ICS management has attended several trainings related to capacity 

building regarding pricing mechanisms, organizational management 
and GAP. Since the outbreak of the COVID-19 pandemic in early 2020 

until 2021, the government has strictly limited the crowds of people in 
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the room, including holding meetings or training that involve many 
people. However, PPBML has shown the following training

Protect the environment, conserve biodiversity, enhance ecosystems and ensure sustainable management of natural resources. 

 

Preamble 

High Conservation Value (HCVs) and High Carbon Stock (HCS) forests  

This ISH Standard is pursuing the objective of the RSPO Smallholder Strategy to increase smallholder inclusion, prioritise improved practices that also benefit smallholder 

livelihoods, whilst also upholding the core sustainability requirements. This includes the protection of areas of HCV and HCS forests. The RSPO has developed a simplified 

HCV methodology for identifying, protecting and managing HCVs that provides guidance for both existing and new planting. 

Aligned with the new HCS requirements in the RSPO P&C 2018, the RSPO, in consultation with the HCSA Steering Group, intends to develop a simplified combined HCV-
HCS approach to identify and protect HCS forests. The simplified and combined HCV-HCS approach for independent smallholders will be open to public consultation and 

will be published no later than November 2020. 

In the meantime, independent smallholders are not allowed to clear any primary forests, and/or any areas required to protect or enhance HCV and HCS forests, as 
committed by signing the Smallholder Declaration. Until the simplified combined HCV-HCS approach and tool for independent smallholders is available, new planting will 

only be permitted in low risk areas. The definition and procedure for identification of low risk areas will be defined by a Smallholder No Deforestation Task Force. 

Remediation and Compensation Procedure (RaCP) 

Remediation and compensation are required for any clearance since November 2005 without prior HCV assessment (see criterion 4.2) and any clearance since November 

2019 without prior HCS assessment. 

The requirements as outlined in the RaCP (2015) is not fully applicable for independent smallholders. For independent smallholders, this RSPO ISH Standard is focused on 

developing an appropriate RaCP mechanism such as on-site remediation (with funding mechanisms to be determined) as this is contextually appropriate to the scale of 
independent smallholder production and enables independent smallholders to maximise positive environmental impact on-site. The requirement means that quantified 

liability is disclosed and assessed through a land use change analysis (LUCA) fully supported and funded by the RSPO Secretariat. 

Procedural Note: The RaCP mechanism for independent smallholder will not be an obstacle to the independent smallholder certification process since it is not yet available. 

Criteria 4.1: High Conservation Values (HCVs) on the smallholder plot or within the managed area and High Carbon Stock (HCS) forests identified after November 2019 

using the simplified combined HCV-HCS approach, are managed to ensure that they are maintained and/or enhanced. 
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Eligibility Smallholders commit to protect HCVs and HCS forests through the 
precautionary practices approach (refer to indicator 1.1E / Appendix 

1). 

All smallholder members of PPBML have signed commitment to protect 
HCV area as stated in “Surat Pernyataan Pekebun” which at point D.12 

mentioned all smallholder commit to protect HCVs and HCS forests 

through the precautionary practices approach.  

PPBML in cooperation with SETARA Jambi have conducted HCV 

assessment in November 2018 and 2019. Final report of HCV 
assessment issued in June 2022 (latest update), available at PPBML 

office. According to the report there are no HCV identified inside the 

smallholder area, however there was HCV identified around the 

smallholder area, such as:  

− HCV 4.1 Pelang waterfall and water source, located around  

Melawai Sejahtera Farmer Group, Pelabuhan Dagang Village. 

− HCV 4.1 Batang Asam River, which located around Mitra Mandiri 

Farmer Group, Lubuk Bernai Village. 

− HCV 4.1 Lubuk Bernai waterfall, which located around Sejahtera 

Farmer Group area, Lubuk Bernai Village.  

− HCV 6 Long grave, located around Dusun Satu Farmer Group area,

located Sejahtera Farmer Group area, Lubuk Bernai Village. 

− HCV 6 Batu Besawah site, which located around Melawai Sejahtera 

Farmer Group, Pelabuhan Dagang Village.  

In detail, all of smallholder have been verified during the registration 

process, including if there is HCV exist, shown in document “Lembar 
Validasi HCV Petani APBML”. The checklist contain detail information 

of smallholder, social, environment, summary of HCV identification, 

questionnaire of HCV assessment, and result of wildlife monitoring.

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There are some key species identified but not include in RTE species. 
Wildlife species identified such as Phyton reticulatus, Naja sumatrana, 
Tyto alba, Gallus gallus, and Paradoxurus hermaphroditus.

members on 19 January 2022, 5 February 2022, 26 February 2022, 19 

April 2022, 3 March 2022 and 13 July 2022. HCV training for PPBML 

members was conducted by SETARA Jambi. Evidence of training can 
be shown during audit in the form of photograph, attendance List and 

training materials delivered by the ICS team” 

During field visits to smallholder plots and interviews with 

smallholders, they stated that they had attended HCV training by the 

ICS and SETARA teams. They have also understood the importance of 

protecting HCV, wildlife, RTE species and their protected areas.

for animal protection and prevention of human-wildlife conflict in 
accordance to SOP for the Protection of Wildlife or Rare Animals 

(Document No: 39/SOP-APBML/V/2018), dated 12 May 2018 and the 
SOP for Handling Human and Wildlife Conflicts (Document No: 

37/SOP-APBML/V/2018) dated 11 May 2018. Every presence of RTE 

species in smallholder's land are reported by farmer members to the 
farmer group leader and group manager and will be reported to BKSDA 

(Natural Resources conservation centre). Once there have exist an 
Elephant (Elephas maximus) in Mandiri Tani Lestari Farmer Group area 

on 17 April 2021, the Smallholder immediately reported to the Farmer 
Group leader and PPBML Group Manager. Reports to BKSDA have been 

made via Whatsapp on 17 April 2021.

Monitoring and management of HCV around smallholder plantations 
area has been carried out by ICS and each Smallholder. Monitoring 

records are available in “Laporan Monitoring HCV di Areal Usaha 
Perkebunan Sawit Petani PPBML”. The monitoring report are prepared 
in monthly basis, for example available monitoring report for period 

June and July 2022. 

During field visits to the sample of smallholder plots and the HCV area

Smallholder members 

recognize their responsibility to protect wildlife and their habitats on 

their land or in its surroundings.  

Criteria 4.2: Where the existing smallholder plot has been planted and cleared after November 2005 or is on an area identified as HCS forests after November 2019 up 

to the eligibility period, a RaCP process appropriate for smallholders based on Land Use Change Analysis (LUCA) will be applicable (reference preamble). 
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Eligibility Smallholders provide information on all smallholder plots converted 
and planted with oil palm after November 2005, through use of the 

simplified combined HCV-HCS approach for Smallholders (refer to 

indicator 1.1E / Appendix 1). 

All smallholder member have signed declaration letter - “Surat 
Pernyataan Pekebun” whereby at point C.3 stated that all smallholder 

provided information on all plots converted and planted with oil palm 

after 2005 (through use of the simplified combined HCV-HCS approach 

for Smallholders).  

PPBML in cooperation with SETARA Jambi have conducted HCV 
assessment in November 2018 and 2019. Final report of HCV 

assessment issued in June 2022 (latest update), available at PPBML 

office.

Eligibility Smallholders provide information on all planned new planting and 
commit to no new planting are on HCVs or HCS forests, on steep slopes 

(more than 22 degrees or as in the National Interpretation) or on peat 

(refer to indicator 1.1E / Appendix 1). 

All smallholder member has a commitment to protect the HCV area 
and maintain HCV area. Smallholder member has signed the statement 

letter “Surat Pernyataan Pekebun” dated 26 March 2021 which stated 
at point D.12 “Melindungi NKT dan hutan SKT melalui pendekatan 
praktik-praktik kehati-hatian” - commit to protect HCVs and HCS 

forests through the precautionary practices approach including in 
riparian areas, or on steep slopes (more than 25 degrees or as in 

National Interpretation).  

During interview with smallholder member and field visit to 

smallholder plots, confirmed that there is no new planting after 
November 2019 and no plan for new planting after join the RSPO 

certification. It was also confirmed with the database of smallholder 

member planting year by Group manager and ICS. PPBML have no 

plan for new planting.
